Sports hub a game changer

Lower Hutt is the proud new
home of the biggest sports hub in
the region, with the opening of
Fraser Park Sportsville.

Mayor Ray Wallace opened
the $12.5 million facility on
Monday, and predicted it would
be a game changer for sport
regionally and nationally.

“Squash courts, softball, foot-
ball, hockey, rugby, cricket and
other multi-sport facilities will
attract international, national

and local competitors,
tournaments and matches,” he
said.

The Hutt City Council

invested $9.25m, with the rest
coming from the community,

sports organisations, and busi-
nesses.

As well as an all-weather arti-
ficial turf, the most obvious fea-
ture of the new facility is the
Ricoh Sports Centre. . It features
six squash courts, indoor train-
ing facilities, and clubrooms for
the sporting organisations based
on the ground.

The squash courts were
designed with assistance from
Squash New Zealand and there
is already talk of holding the
New Zealand Open at the venue.

The Taita sports hub was first
suggested 10 years ago. Getting
the clubs on board, however,
proved to be challenging.

Much of the hard work of get-
ting the clubs to give up their

clubrooms and join the one
association was done by Fraser
Park Sportsville chairman Mark
Heissenbuttel.

The facility, located in one of

the poorest parts of the city,
would be more than just a sports
venue, he said.

“Ultimately, what we are try-
ing to achieve here is a strong
community where everyone can
participate.”

He hoped Fraser Park would
become the region’s “preferred
sport and recreation venue”.

There was already a lot of
interest from sporting codes
looking to hold major events, he
said.

At 27 hectares Fraser Park is
the biggest sporting ground in
the region.

As well as the new clubrooms
the ground features an inter-
national softball diamond, three
lime based and four grass

diamonds, five rugby and 11 foot-
ball fields, nine touch fields, one
junior baseball field, three grass
wickets and four artificial strips
for cricket and a floodlit syn-
thetic hockey turf.

The Sports Centre was built
to 130 per cent of New Building
Standard and will become a com:-
munity hub after a large earth-
quake.

The clubs involved are Ava-
lon Rugby Club, Hutt Valley
Dodgers Softball Club, Fraser
Park Squash, Mitchell Park
Squash, Hutt Valley Softball
Association, Lower Hutt City
Football Club, Naenae Hockey
Club, Taita District Cricket Club
and Wellington Regional Hockey
Stadium Trust.

olitical leadership can go
P very, very wrong with
surprising speed.

France’s Emmanuel Macron
for instance, has recently
learned that (a) decisiveness can
easily look like arrogance and (b)
leaders shouldn’t begin their
reform programme by offering
tax handouts to the rich.

Across the Channel, Theresa
May has done no better.

To prove her credentials as a
hardline Brexiter, she initially
claimed she had “red lines” that
could not, would not, be traded
away.

These days, she poses as the
voice of reason who regards
compromise as inevitable if
Britain is to avoid the terrible
“no deal” outcome that she
previously insisted was
preferable to a bad deal.

Reluctantly, the
Conservatives have decided
that May is their least bad
leadership option.

In light of how badly things
are going elsewhere in the globe,
our own political leadership
looks relatively sane and
resilient by comparison.

A year into her job as prime
minister, Jacinda Ardern has

shown herself to be extremely
adept at juggling the wishlists of
the three very different parties
that comprise her government.

Credit for this outcome is also
due to NZ First leader Winston
Peters, who has managed to
deftly promote his own party’s
core issues without upsetting the
whole applecart of government.

Even-handedness is much
harder than it looks.

Through much of 2018,
Ardern has executed the back-
room task of keeping partners
and policies on track, without
losing touch with the wider
public. Jacindamania may have
abated, but Ardern continues to

display the humane responses
that fuelled her sudden rise to
political stardom.

Last week, for instance, her
emotional apology to the family
of murdered British backpacker
Grace Millane seemed entirely
spontaneous.

Not
surprisingly then, she feels a
personal stake in New Zealand
being a relatively safe harbour
from violence of this kind.

Forest and Bird take
council to court

An environmental headache just keeps
getting worse for the Hutt City Council.
Councillors recently rejected a contro-
versial proposal to list Significant Natu-
ral Areas (SNAs) on private land on the

District Plan.

Now Forest and Bird (F&B) has gone
to the Environment Court to reverse that

decision.

The council had announced it would

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map SNAs only on council land, and
work with landowners who voluntarily
agreed to protect biodiversity on private
land.

Following the announcement, F&B
said the Environment Court had already
rejected the voluntary approach being
advocated and that SNAs were a legal
requirement.

Hutt City Mayor Ray Wallace
subsequently issued an open letter urging
F&B to work with the community to find
a way of “turning around the crisis facing
our native plants and animals”.

“You say you are ‘the voice for nature
in our communities’. We hope you will
join with us as we work to design a sol-
ution that protects and enhances the
important natural environment we have
here in Lower Hutt.”

On Thursday F&B filed papers in the
Environment Court seeking a declaration
and enforcement orders.

If successful it would require the coun-
cil to renew its process of mapping SNAs
on private land.

F&B Lower North Island regional
manager Tom Kay said the council was
failing to meet its legal obligations and
that a voluntary approach wasn’t enough.

Diana Clark, who is part of a group

that opposed SNAs and organised a pet-
ition that collected more than 2100
signatures was disappointed F&B had
gone to court.

“I think they were a wee bit prema-
ture. I don’t think they have given the
landowners or the council time to put
their plan in to action.”

Landowners wanted to protect
biodiversity but did not want it forced
upon them by the District Plan, she said.

As well as a lack of consultation, Clark
said the council should have done more to
accurately identify biodiversity on pri-
vate land that was worth protecting.

Hutt City council resilience manager
Kim Kelly declined to comment on the
legal move.

“It was a council decision not to
enforce the officer’s recommendations so
you need to get some comment from the
mayor and councillors.”

A spokesman for the mayor said he
had a full calendar and referred Stuff to
the open letter.

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East by West will
launch a fully
electric ferry next
year.
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Harbour ferry goes electric

Wellington’s East by West com-
pany is set to launch a fully elec-
tric harbour ferry, which could
be in service by late next year.

Once the company has
spruced up its two existing boats,
it also promised to add extra
trips on its service between
Queens Wharf and Days Bay.

Managing director Jeremy
Ward said the $4 million fully
electric boat should be built by
December next year, and enter
service shortly afterwards.

It will be built by the Welling-

ton Electric Boat Building Com-
pany, set up by East by West in
Seaview.

The 19-metre, 135-passenger
boat, which will become the com-
pany’s “flagship” ferry, will add
three or four additional round
trip services a day at peak times,
Ward said.

“The new vessel will be pow-
ered by twin electric engines,
which will enable a 20-knot oper-
ational speed and three return
back-to-back peak-hour trips on
one charge, before a second one-
hour charge is required.”

The boat will start operating

once testing is completed,
enabling the company’s two
existing boats to be given spruce-
ups at separate times.

Once that’s happened, there
will be three boats in service.

The ferry will have a hull
design different to conventional
diesel-powered vessels, with a
displacement hull made from flat
carbon fibre panels and only the
lower hulls needing moulding.

“The new ferry will cut
through the harbour like the
proverbial hot knife through but-
ter.”

The company was in discus-

sions to partner with a major
New Zealand electricity gener-
ator, Ward said.

There was already interest in
the boat from within New Zea-
land and overseas, and Ward
expected that to lead to further
order requests.

Meanwhile, the company was
still discussing plans to intro-
duce a daily city-to-airport ser-
vice, which would operate
between Queens Wharf and a
redeveloped Miramar Wharf.

East by West ferries has been
operating on Wellington Har-
bour for almost 30 years.

Daycare
Inquiry

Staff at a Lower Hutt childcare
centre have been stood down while
an investigation is carried out.

The Ministry of Education (MOE)
has confirmed some staff at Hutt
Hospital Childcare Centre, which is
on Hutt Hospital land but not
affiliated with it, have been stood
down.

Ministry spokeswoman Katrina
Casey confirmed it received a
complaint about the centre in
November.

It had since received further
information and complaints, she
said.

“We alerted the centre when we
received the first complaint and
have been supporting the centre’s
leadership to investigate the
allegations,” she said.

“The staff named in the
complaints have been stood down
while the investigation is underway.
The parents of children attending
the centre have been informed.”

When approached for
comment, centre manager Sharon
Cooper told Stuff to be “very
careful” as the complaints were
only allegations at this stage.

The centre got a positive
Education Review Office report in
2017, with staff-to-child ratios better
than minimum.

Hutt Valley health board chief
executive Dale Oliff said the centre
was its own entity and not run by
the health board.

The centre appeared to be
closed when visited by Stuff on
Monday morning.

Wainuiomata’s drab and rundown shop-
ping mall cannot come down quick
enough, locals say.

Redevelopment plans for the
Wainuiomata Shopping Centre were
revealed on Wednesday after Stuff
reported the mall would be demolished
and replaced with a new Countdown
supermarket, a refurbished car park and
new retail spaces.

The supermarket will cover 3600
square-metres and will feature an in-store
pharmacy, as well as wider aisles.

Countdown’s general manager of prop-
erty, Adrian Walker, said construction
was earmarked to begin at the end of 2019.
The new supermarket would take about a
year to complete with the existing super-
market continuing to trade throughout.

The proposed redevelopment would
also include a range of tenants, as well as
a centralised connection through the site
connecting Queen St and The Strand,
Walker said.

Once the pride of the Lower Hutt sub-
urb, in recent years retailers have aban-
doned Wainuiomata’s mall in droves. The
last four remaining tenants include Coin
Saver and a bakery.

Locals spoken to on Wednesday agreed
the last straw for the mall was when The
Warehouse pulled out in 2016.

Heather Hughes could not hide her
delight when shown an image of the new
design. “I think everyone will be thrilled
by the news.”

She moved to Wainuiomata in 1971
and said the mall was the place to be on a
Friday night.

Sylvia Judge, a Wainuiomata resident
of 23 years, said it had been sad watching
the mall steadily decline.

“We used to have a Farmers, Hannahs,
a carpet shop with flooring, we had it all.”

Lynda Trask said she hoped the new
facility would breathe life back into local
retailing. “It is a pain in the backside
having to go to Lower Hutt.”

Craig Cooley said it would be sad to
see the existing mall go. But with so few
shops left, its demise was inevitable.

“The biggest loss was when they let
The Warehouse go. If they could get The
Warehouse back that would be cool.”

Helen Kershaw described the mall as a
“dead loss” and said Wainuiomata des-
perately needed a replacement.

“l remember when we had a
Whitcoulls, the chemist, Careys. There
was such a good variety of shops.”

Michael Killey was also looking for-
ward to more shops.

“It think it is a good idea because the
mall just seems so old and needs replac-
ing. There are so few shops.”

At the local bakery, Shai Jeffs was
“definitely pleased” at the prospect of
new shops. “There is just nothing here,
the mall is dead.”

Lower Hutt Mayor Ray Wallace was
said he was excited by the prospect of a
new supermarket and a network of con-

A team of geohazard analysts
will provide an around the clock
watch to guard New Zealanders
against geological threats.

The National Geohazards
Monitoring Centre has been
established at the GNS Science
campus in Lower Hutt to moni-
tor earthquakes, volcanoes,
tsunamis and landslides.

A backup facility has also
been established at GNS Sci-
ence’s Wairakei site, north of
Taupo.

It is the first time anywhere
in the world a service has incor-
porated a manned monitoring
service for all four threats.

Pool stayed open

Hutt City Council is defending
its decision to not immediately
close a popular Lower Hutt
swimming pool after it allowed
the building to remain open for
about two months knowing it
could be an earthquake risk.

The council closed the

that found the building, which
was added to the main pool
building in 1997, was less than 20
per cent of new building
standards.

At the opening of the centre
on Wednesday, GNS chief execu-
tive officer Ian Simpson said the
purpose built centre was a valu-
able extension to GeoNet’s capa-
bilities.

The team at the centre had
access to data from 600 monitor-
ing sites across the country.
Information from other parts of
the world was also available
through the US Geological Sur-
vey and the Pacific Tsunami
Warning Center.

“We are now able to continu-
ously monitor [those threats].
Previously we had people on call.
If something happening in the
middle of the night they’d have

The plant is in poor condition
and needs to be replaced what-
ever the council decides to do
with the building, Reid said.

Lower Hutt Mayor Ray Wal-
lace said he had asked staff to
treat the issue as a priority.

It was important that the
building be made safe and a long-
term solution was found as
quickly as possible, he said.

An $8.4 million project is set to
bring 25 new social houses to
Lower Hutt.

The affordable rental homes
are part of a development being
run by Methodist organisation
Wesley Community Action at
Wesley Rata Village in Naenae.

The project was revealed just
a week after Housing New Zea-
land announced plans to build
123 social housing units in
Epuni.

Wesley Community Action
director David Hanna said the
organisation had identified a
gap in the market for low cost
rented accommodation,
particularly for older
people who could not
afford to get into a rest
home or retirement
complex.

He said they were
becoming concerned
with the number of
baby boomers
entering old age with
no permanent home
and few assets.

“This land was gifted
to us after World War II out
of concern for older people at
that time. [We wanted to] con-
tinue supporting older people
here.”

While the focus of the project
was on providing housing for
older people there would be
opportunity for younger people
and families to access the units.

The houses would be avail-
able to applicants on the Govern-

ment’s Hous-
ing Register.

Of the 25 modular houses
being assembled at the site there
would be eight single-bedroom
units, 13 double-bedroom units
and four four-bedroom units.

The single bedroom units will
cost $275 a week, two-bedroom
units $350 and four-bedroom

units $500. Actual rent paid by
tenants will be income based
with any shortfall subsidised by
the Government.

Work is scheduled to start by
February.

Wesley Rata Village is on the
site of the former Wesleyhaven
rest home and hospital which
closed last year. There are 30
existing housing units on site
which are occupied.

Components for the new units
are being built by Masterton
company EasyBuild and will
assembled on-site with help from
participants of the Kiwi Can Do
programme. The programme
gives beneficiaries three to four
weeks of practical construction
experience before placing them
with an employer.

Kiwi Can Do managing direc-
tor Iain Morrison said assemb-

ling modular homes was a good
way to start training people who
did not have much construction
experience.

Hanna said they were trying
to create as many positive out-
comes from the village project as
possible and was pleased to have
people from the Kiwi Can Do on-
board.

“It’s more than just houses,
it’s about community.”

Council looks for
new market site

A popular fruit and vegetable market
could be on the move to make way for a
development on the banks of the Hutt
River.

Hutt City Council has started search-
ing for an alternative location for the
popular Riverbank Market which runs
on Saturdays in a carpark between the
river and the central business district.

The market, which brings between
5000 and 10,000 people to the CBD each
Saturday, could have to make way for the
council’s RiverLink promenade project
by as early as 2021.

The project seeks to develop
apartments and retail spaces along the
riverbank.

Council city development manager
Gary Craig said it was unclear when
work on the promenade might start but
hosting the market at the carpark would
become unsustainable once it did.

Constant construction and
earthmoving activity at the riverbank
and work to widen the stopbank would
not leave enough room for the market.

The council’s preference was to keep

the market in the CBD because of its cen-
tral location and ease of access to the
motorway.

Craig said available spaces were lim-
ited as large open areas suitable for
hosting a market often belonged to sports
fields or schools which were in use dur-
ing weekends.

A council report identified four poss-
ible alternative locations including Daly
St and Andrews Ave, Myrtle St and Ste-
vens Gr, a site south of the Ewen bridge at
Strand Park, or on the yet-to-be-developed
promenade and new riverbank carpark
area.

All would require the market to be
scaled down.

The market runs under a licence to
occupy which will come up for tender in
August 2019.

Market operator Shunila Hamilton
said it would be important for whoever
won the licence to work closely with the
council to ensure a suitable site was
found.

The market had become a community
hub and was important for shoppers and
vendors.

Blast from the past: milk in
bottles, delivered to the gate

The return of milk delivery in the capital
is one step closer with the firing up of a
Wairarapa bottling line.

The first 1000 litres rolled out of
Eketahuna Country Meats’ plant on
Friday ready for sale at markets in Lower
Hutt and Wellington.

Owners Steve and Pip Olds signalled
their intent to bring milk delivery back to
the Wellington Region in August.

Following interest in the deliveries
Steve expected to be delivering milk in
glass bottles and meat in the Wairarapa,
Hutt Valley, Wellington and Kapiti coast
by February or March next year.

While many people would remember
the sight of milkmen dropping off bottles
at letter boxes, he did not think interest
was being driven by nostalgia.

Consumers were becoming more con-
scious of the environment and were 1ook-
ing for alternatives to plastic.

“The important difference is we are
reusing, not recycling, and that takes
plastic out of the equation.”

There was also a lot of interest in the
milk itself.

“It’s pasteurised but not homogenised
and nothing added or taken away.”

The first run of bottles would be for
sale at Lower Hutt’s Riverbank Market
and Wellington’s Harbourside Market.

Until deliveries started bottles could
be returned to Eketahuna Country Meats
or their market stalls to be washed and
refilled.

Nelson based Milk & More returned
glass bottle delivery to the Nelson-
Tasman region in 2016. Manager Bill
Stansbury said since then they had had to
hire new staff and buy new trucks
because of demand.

They started off delivering 200 to 300
litres a week. They were now delivering
10,000 litres a week and had expanded
into Marlborough.

Stansbury put the popularity of deliv-
eries down to the glass bottles. ‘“People
have so much plastic in their lives. It’s
nearly impossible to avoid it but people
feel they can do something [by using glass
instead of plastic where they can].”
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Head injury on Lime scooter launch day

A man has suffered a serious
head injury after falling from a
scooter on launch day of Lime in
the Hutt Valley.

The incident occurred near
the Upper Hutt brewing precinct,
Brewtown, about 8pm on Friday,
Wellington Free Ambulance
communications advisor Sarah
Coulthard said.

However, she was unable to
confirm whether or not he was
travelling on an electric scooter
that belonged to California-based
transport sharing company
Lime that launched its e-scooter
sharing business in Hutt Valley
on the same day.

The injured man was treated
by paramedics and taken to Hutt
Hospital around 9:45pm,
Coulthard said.

Police confirmed they had
attended the accident at 23 Blen-
heim St and that the man had
been using an electric scooter.

Brewtown business develop-
ment manager Phil Gorman said
he didn’t know if the accident
had been at Brewtown or if the
injured man had been a patron.

But people had ridden Lime
scooters into the brewing pre-
cinct, he confirmed.

As a result of the incident, a
security guard would be posted
outside the gate during business
hours to direct riders to leave
their scooters in a designated
parking area.

He said Brewtown manage-
ment had been caught off-guard
by the Lime launch which had

not been advertised by the com-
pany or the Upper Hutt City or
Hutt City councils who had been
working with Lime to bring the
scooters to the valley.

“Obviously we were caught
unaware of it happening. Maybe
if we’d been told [beforehand] we
could have been better prepared
but it wasn’t an issue.

“IThe scooters] are fun and
that’s what Brewtown is all

about. We don’t want to stop
people using them to get here but
safety is paramount, so we won’t
be letting people ride them
inside the complex.”

Upper Hutt Mayor Wayne
Guppy said Lime was like any
other company - the council did
not routinely announce the
arrival of new businesses in the
city.

Lime had been discussed at a

under criticism with Living
Streets Aotearoa executive mems-
ber Gay Richards saying they
posed a threat to pedestrians.

In early December, ACC
spokesperson James Funnell
said between October 14 and
November 25 there were 285
e-scooter injury-related claims -
171 in Auckland, 102 in Christ-
church and 12 for the rest of the
country.

Lime’s Dbattery powered
e-scooters can travel up to 27kmh
and have a maximum range of 48
kilometres.

They are classed as a “low-
powered vehicle” by the Trans-
port Agency and can be used on
the footpath and road. They do
not require a registration or
driver’s licence.

In October, a Transport
Agency spokesman said
e-scooters had been allowed in
New Zealand since 2004 and
there was no evidence to suggest
people should be concerned
about their use.

hird time definitely isn’t
quite the charm for
adaptations of Dr Seuss’
beloved Christmas tale.

Following in the footsteps of
the beloved 1966 Chuck Jones-
animated TV version and Jim
Carrey’s oddly endearing 2000
take, this Grinch follows the
[Ilumination Entertainment
template a little too closely to
truly inspire.

While there’s plenty of
Seussian-inspired mayhem and
wordplay taken directly from the
original 1957 book How the
Grinch Stole Christmas, it’s
sometimes buried under thick
layers of cookie-cutter schmaltz
and predictable modern-day
animated storytelling.

Like Despicable Me, we have a
scheming curmudgeon with a
diabolical plan and adorable
moppets aiming to change his
mind. The travails of mother-
hood and the legacy of childhood
trauma are borrowed from Sing
and there are enough scene-
stealing animals here (some of
them delightful) to populate a
whole new instalment of The
Secret Life of Pets.

For those unfamiliar with the
story, it focuses on a green-
furred hermit (voiced by

Benedict Cumberbatch brings the right tone of cynicism to The Grinch.

Sherlock’s Benedict Cumber-
batch) whose hatred of Christ-
mas has grown exponentially in
the 53 years he has lived in close

proximity to the town of
Whoville.

“A town like your town, if
your town was a dream”, the

residents can’t get enough of the
festive season, devoting three
whole weeks to its celebration
every year.

But the current mayor’s
decision to triple their efforts,
coupled with a severe bout of
emotional eating forcing the
Grinch into town at the worst-
possible time, finally drives our
anti-hero past breaking point.

His solution? Take a little
inspiration from Santa Claus,
and relieve Whoville of all their
presents and Christmas
trappings in the early hours of
the big day. But what he hasn’t
reckoned on is a big-hearted
little girl who is determined to
capture the man in the big red
suit so she can ask him to help
her struggling single mum.

For all its faults, there is a lot
to like about The Grinch as
diverting holiday season
entertainment though.

The animation is top-notch
and unlikely to cause as many
nightmares as Carrey and com-
pany’s grotesque prosthetics.

You & your pet

Dog guru Jenna Crow offers her advice to
dog owners on interacting with other people.

Now the colder months are
behind us, we can start to take
advantage of the longer, warmer
days, with our dogs finally
spending time outdoors,
releasing all of that pent-up
winter energy.

At the same time, more people
are out and about, so we need to
be on to it when it comes to our
dogs’ communications with us
when in public.

One thing that can often make
or break a walk is when and how
strangers greet our canine
friends and, with the spotlight on
dogs in the community, the more
knowledgeable people are, the
safer both dogs and humans will
be.

Ilike to “humanise” what I
am trying to explain to people as
this helps them to understand
how the dogs will feel. Imagine
meeting someone for the first
time, and as they approach, you
hold out your hand for a
handshake. Then they walk
straight past and end up
centimetres away from your face
while staring into your eyes, or
pat the top of your head and boop

you on the nose, or even worse,
they share a massive hug -
pretty weird and intimidating! I
know all my natural instincts
would be telling me to put my
guard up and protect myself.

Just like us, dogs have their
own personal space that needs to
be respected. They tend to feel
more comfortable when they are
not on guard or put into a
situation where they think they
need to defend themselves or
their humans.

When a dog allows someone
into “his space”, we need to let
him choose the pace and how
long he wants the new person
near him. If someone new is
approaching, and you notice that
the dog has gone from being nice
and relaxed to a rigid stance
with eyes locked on the person
and then he slowly backs up
(prior to even meeting the
person), that is a huge warning
sign that he does not want to
meet the person.

However, should the dog
remain relaxed and open to the
idea of greeting the new person,
then we strongly suggest that, as

soon as he starts to show positive
interest in someone walking
towards him, you ask the dog to
sit or stay next to you, keeping
the lead loose. As the new person
gets closer, keep asking the dog
to stay. (Once is usually enough,
however if you haven’t used the
command in a while, saying it a
couple of times reminds him
faster what is required.)

It’s a good idea to give the
person a treat to offer to the dog

her doggy students.

(just ask them to hold their hand
out and let the dog take it from
them), as we all know the easiest
way to a dog’s heart is with
treats. If the dog’s body language
is still positive, you can then let
the person know that it is ok to
greet him. To keep the
experience positive for the dog,
please make sure that the person
is not staring directly into his
eyes, and that they do not reach
over the head or pat him on the

head.

Once the new person has
managed to initiate a nice
greeting with the dog, we ask
that you remain relaxed but keep
an eye on the dog’s body
language. If you notice that he is
starting to move away from the
person, make sure you let him
(and provide him with enough
space to do so), as that is his way
of telling us that he has had
enough of the greeting and is
now ready to move on.

Please remember that our
dogs are able to tell a lot from our
body language and the way we
hold the lead. If possible, try to
remain calm at all times (no
matter what is going on), as they
will pick up on any changes in
our behaviour, and this will put
them on high alert.

Finally, never forget that dogs
can speak, but only to those who
truly know how to listen.

Accessible theatre visits on the increase

What kind of mandarin is it? Is it puffed
up, easy to peel? Or wrapped tightly in its
skin?

Describing something perfectly —
either with your voice or in sign language
—can be a difficult job, but it’s one that is
growing in museums and theatres
around the country, opening art to
everyone, including people with low
vision, low hearing or
learning difficulties.

Paralympic swimmer Mary Fisher
spent her weekend with students from
the low vision school BLENNZ, taking in
an accessible version of Puss In Boots at
Circa Theatre.

She said for comedies especially,
visuals were important and she could
recall sitting in theatres, not
understanding why everyone else was
laughing.

But a Touch Tour before the show, and
a trained audio describer, made a real
difference for low-vision audience
members.

“It’s really satisfying when you can
engage meaningfully with something you
wouldn’t be able to normally,” she said.

“Having access to all parts of society,
be it education, employment or
participating in the arts, all those things

lessen isolation and get people engaged in
the community.”

Trained audio describer and Te Papa
host Judith Jones has described
everything from events, artworks and
now plays.

She described the Puss In Boots
pantomime for Fisher and the BLENNZ
students, speaking into their ears
through headphones, seeking the right
gaps in the dialogue to explain what was
happening.

“The key thing in theatre is using
these tools to make what’s already
happening a really rich experience for
people,” Jones said.

To that end a Touch Tour was
included in the performance, where
students could get up close with costumes
and props, and meet actors and their
characters.

“I think people are just really getting
to understand there is an option that
works for as many people as possible.

“Some people are still amazed that this
is happening.”

Circa Theatre’s Georgia Latief said the
number of accessible performances,
including sign language shows and
“relaxed” performances for young people
with learning difficulties, were on the
rise.

The theatre has hosted more than half

a dozen performances over the last year
and requests have already rolled in about
adding more for its 2019 season.

“We want everything to feel welcome,”
Latief said.

From Bats Theatre to the Royal New
Zealand Ballet, more and more theatres
and art groups are adding accessible
performances to their runs to feed a
growing demand. For Jones, there was no
question why art should be accessible to
everyone: according to the Office for
Disability Issues, 25 per cent of Kiwis are
limited by a physical, sensory, learning,
mental health or other impairment.

“Theatre’s a social thing, coming to
the museum is a social thing,” she said.

“I think it’s lovely to have everyone
able to come, sit back and enjoy it.”

She also hosts sensory tours at Te
Papa incorporating smells and touch into
an exhibit.

“They can make a really rich
exhibition for themselves.”

Creating accessible theatre and tours
was a work of collaboration: from
education with groups like Arts Access
Aotearoa, to listening to feedback from
people who attended, the scene is
constantly evolving.

“A normal theatre experience you just
sit and watch,” Latief said. “We want to
provide a fuller experience.”

OPINION: The clock is ticking. You can
watch the seconds tick down before the
transaction is cancelled. You have to
make a decision.

Oh, no! Two hundred and five people
are currently looking at this item, and
there are only three left in stock.

To buy stuff online is to witness some
of the most manipulative sales practices
Kiwi shoppers are exposed to.

Every type of retailer has its
scientifically tested tricks to get you to
buy things on their terms.

They quickly become so ubiquitous,
they don’t even seem abnormal after a
time. I mean, imagine the Briscoes
checkout operator telling you: “People
who bought plates today also bought
mugs and doormats.”

“When it comes to
money, less (stuff) is
actually more (money).”

You’d laugh at how ridiculous that
was, wouldn’t you? Yet that formula is
normal online.

But for me, the nastiest and most
manipulative of the online shopping
tricks is the transaction countdown
clock.

I am inclined to see it as horribly
fake. It has only one aim, which is to
pressure people into making a purchase.

I’d always assumed this was a pet
hate of mine alone. But the Commerce
Commission’s Consumer Issues report,
published this month, shows me I’'m not
alone.

“Some traders, especially those
selling online, have developed
marketing techniques that some
consumers tell us have caused them to
make hurried, spontaneous purchases,”
the report says.

“For example, an accommodation site
may state that only one discounted room
remains available, introduce a price-
hold for only a few minutes or represent

Golden rules

I Don’t be a “consumer”
I Browsing is not a financially healthy hobby
I Less is actually more

constant purchases by other consumers.

“Consumers describe finding it
difficult to verify the accuracy of these
representations. These techniques are
also used on some travel sites and ticket
reselling sites. Consumers report that, as
aresult of such representations, they
have made hasty purchase decisions that
they regret.”

I've developed my own e-commerce
strategies, and I am sure I am not alone in
this. These are my self-imposed rules.

Trusted sites: I buy only from a very
limited number of websites run by real
businesses I know. It takes a lot to make
me trust an online retail business. I do

Assumption of fakery: I assume the
clocks, the limited offers, the sales, the
205 people are looking at this item” type
claims, are all fake. The more I feel
pressured, the more likely I am not to buy
from a retailer. I'm a bit bolshie like that.

Ticket resales: I hate the idea of being
rorted so much, I would never, ever let
someone else profit from reselling their
ticket to me. I'd much rather go without.

No browsing: I do not browse for fun.
I got over wanting to own more stuff
(except books) years ago. When it comes
to money, less (stuff) is actually more
(money). But, I recognise the world is full
of good stuff, and I know window-
shopping is a good way for me to see
things I might want, but not need.

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Dividing up a trust after separation

If income in a relationship is tied up in a
trust it can be hard for one party to access
income or assets after a relationship
breakdown.

However, the court does have the
power to make orders in certain
circumstances.

In arecent example a couple were
married 12 years ago but had recently
separated. During the marriage, the main
source of income which the parties relied
on was from a business.

The business was established shortly
before the parties were married, and the
shares of the business were transferred to
a trust so as to protect the parties from
future business creditors. The husband
was the sole trustee and beneficiary of the
trust, but both spouses worked in the
business.

After the parties separated, the wife
wanted to know if she was entitled to any
income from the business.

The Family Proceedings Act allows
the court to make orders in relation to
“nuptial settlements”, but only after the
marriage is dissolved. (Parties have to be
separated for at least two years before a
marriage can be dissolved). In the
meantime it might be necessary to
therefore make an application for spousal
maintenance.

A nuptial settlement is not defined in
legislation but the courts have held that a
nuptial settlement will usually cover
trusts created during a marriage or civil
union, and can also include trusts settled
in contemplation of marriage.

If a court finds that a particular trust
is a nuptial settlement, it can then
investigate whether, as a result of the
marriage breaking down, one of the
parties’ expectations of provision from
the trust has been defeated.

The court could then make orders to
remedy that loss of expectation.

The orders the court is likely to make
will depend on the length of the
marriage, when the trust was settled, the
original source of the assets, the
contributions from either or both parties
to the trust property, and the interests of

the parties’ children.

In 2016 the Supreme Court decided a
similar case. In that case a lengthy
marriage broke down and most of the
parties’ assets — built up over the course
of their marriage — were held in trust. The
parties eventually settled out of court but
the Supreme Court’s judgement was that
it would have resettled the nuptial
settlement in question equally on two
new ‘his and hers’ trusts.

This will not always happen when a
marriage breaks down, and in some cases
(for example, when a trust was an
inheritance trust settled by a parent) the
court has refused to make orders.

In the example here the parties
eventually agreed that the wife had a
reasonable expectation that the trust
would continue to provide her with some
level of financial support.

The parties accepted that a court could
make an order that the trust be varied or
assets resettled to ensure that the wife
continues to be provided for even after
the marriage has ended. Subsequently,
the parties agreed that she would get a
larger share of the family home, to
compensate her for her lost expectation of
support from the trust.

Just because assets are owned by a
trust, does not always prevent you from
accessing them. You should seek legal
advice if your marital assets are in trust
and your marriage has broken down.

Q: I have three young
daughters and one step-
daughter who is older. My
stepdaughter is always trying
to make me look at her. We all
get along well, everyone’s
happy and stuff, but my
stepdaughter comes into my
room wearing her underwear
or really skimpy clothes and
she hangs around trying to be
grown-up.

liking you in “that way”. Don’t
fool yourself for one minute that
she’s flirting with you in an
adult sense.

If you avoid the word flirting,
it will help you keep your head
straight. Her actions are making
her vulnerable and you have a

She may be
craving attention or reassurance
so think of ways to acknowledge
her maturity, while still keeping
you both safe.

Your wife has said, “ignore it,
she’ll grow out of it”. I'm not
sure that’s right. Explain to your
wife that life is good and you
want the status quo to remain
stable and happy. The situation
is making you uncomfortable
and you intend dealing with it in
such a way.

Ask for her support and then
get on with being the girl’s safe,
trusted stepdad because that is
an honourable, special position.

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Motoring
Cheapest Maserati SUV might be the best

DAVID LINKLATER

You wait ages for a petrol-
powered Maserati Levante, then
two show up at once. An entry-
level twin-turbo V6 “350” model
has now joined the flagship S
(and those diesels of course) in
the range.

MAKE ME AN INSTANT
EXPERT: WHAT DO I NEED TO
KNOW?

Maserati is famous for being
very Italian. It’s also famous for
having an intricate and rather
confusing array of models that
seem to be constantly
multiplying.

So here we go. Hard on the
heels of the first petrol-powered
version of its Levante SUV, the
321kW/580Nm 3.0-litre V6 twin-
turbo S, comes a second petrol
version.

It’s rather informally called
the “350” because that’s the
number of horses under the
bonnet. If you're joining us here
in 2018, that’s 257kW/500Nm,
which is quite a bit less than the
S but also saves you $47,810.

In fact, the 350 is the new
entry point to the Levante range;
the cheapest diesel is nearly
$10,000 more.

There must be a catch, right?
There really isn’t. As expected,
it’s slower than the S — but only
by 0.8 seconds to 100kmh. The 350
is visually identical and the
equipment levels across the
range are exactly the same.

Maserati justifies the massive
price difference by saying that
the twin-turbo engines in the
257kW and 321kW models are
quite different . . . without being
terribly specific.

The powertrain basics are the

&
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Loaded with chassis technology, but also plenty of good old-fashioned entertainment.

same: both still made by Ferrari
and driving through an eight-
speed automatic gearbox, includ-
ing Maserati’s Q4 all-wheel-drive
system with mechanical limited-
slip differential.

The Q4 system is rear-drive in
normal conditions, but it can
transfer up to 50 per cent of
torque to the front in just 150
milliseconds. There’s also torque
vectoring by braking at the rear.

It means business.

WHERE DID YOU DRIVE IT?
Maserati’s media launch for the
Levante 350 was a kind of hop-in,
hop-out affair as the cars did a
bit of a loop around New South
Wales and the Australian
Capital Territory.

Our bit involved a start at
Bathurst, including a very
careful 50kmh lap of the iconic
circuit (which is a public road
when it’s not being a world-
famous racetrack), then a

backroads blast towards the seat
of Aussie power in Canberra.

In press-on conditions, the 350
was 90 per cent as enjoyable as
the vastly more expensive S.
There’s barely any less torque in
real-world driving (80Nm down,
but the peak arrives at lower
engine speed), but, more
importantly, the exhaust note is
every bit as stirring. Pneumatic
valves open automatically in
sport mode to create proper
Maserati music that has to be
heard to be appreciated.

Arguably, the biggest
downside to the 350 is that you're
not gaining a lot in terms of fuel
economy. With a combined
figure of 10.7 litres per 100km, it’s
only 0.2 litres more frugal than
the more powerful model. But
you can buy a lot of petrol for
$47,000.

Weather conditions were
pretty mixed on our two-day
drive and some very wet roads

%

were another chance for the
Levante’s clever chassis to shine.
The air suspension and chassis
electronics are a mighty
combination: this is a 2.1-tonne
SUV that goes very hard.

Integrated Vehicle Control, a
kind of predictive stability
control, has been added to the
range for 2019, but it does little to
interfere with the engaging
nature of the handling.

WHAT’S THE PICK OF THE
RANGE?
The Levante comes in three
models: standard, GranSport and
GranLusso (sports and luxury
themed respectively). The extra
bling and posher trim is nice to
have, but stepping from the
entry car to either of the other
two raises the price by a
horrendous $22,810.

Maybe Maserati people don’t
care, but it’s really hard to see
the value when the cheapest car

is still so well equipped, with an
identical powertrain and four-
wheel drive system.

There’s method in these
pricing machinations: the
$162,800 GranSport and
GranLusso sit neatly halfway
between the price-leading 350
and the cheapest Levante S
petrol. So there’s a clear walk up
through the range. But it does
still seem that when you’re
finished walking, you empty out
your wallet.

So the smart money’s on the
$139,990 entry model. It’s a lot of
Italian SUV for the price and the
less pretentious trim is a better
fit for the Levante’s cabin, which
is of excellent quality but far
from avant garde (and still relies
on quite a lot of Jeep switchgear
and infotainment OS).

WHY WOULD I BUY IT?
Because it’s absolutely the best
Levante you can buy in terms of
bang for your buck: musical
engine, awesome chassis and an
exotic badge on the grille. It’s
also nearly $10,000 cheaper than
the equivalent Porsche Cayenne.

WHY WOULDN'TIBUY IT?
Because if you want a Maserati,
you want the best (meaning
more powerful and expensive)
one regardless of how little sense
that makes; so you go for the
petrol S regardless. It’s only $747
per extra kilowatt after all.

Or because the Levante’s
cabin design and layout doesn’t
have the cohesive execution and
techy ambience of its German
rivals, despite some tweaks for
the updated 2019 model; so you
go for something SUV-shaped
from Porsche, Audi, BMW or
Mercedes-Benz.
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Fewer prickles, more comfort in new C4 Cactus

Citroen wants to return to its
roots of comfort and quirkiness.
The new C4 Cactus, which goes
on sale in New Zealand from
January, has a bit of both.

YOU SAY THAT, BUT WHY
DOES THIS CACTUS LOOK
LESS WEIRD THAN THE OLD
ONE?

The new C4 Cactus is technically
a facelift but, yes, it does look
very different to the outgoing
model. And a lot more, well,
normal.

There are slightly
complicated reasons for this that
involve some marketing
semantics. Citroen has
repositioned the C4 Cactusas a
replacement for the now-defunct
C4 hatchback — which was quite
a conservative family model.
Citroen’s Corolla, if you like.

So the front and rear styling
have come more into line with
the French maker’s current
corporate look and away from
the Lego-like design details of the
old model. Most significantly,
the massive Airbumps along the
side have been made smaller and
moved downwards, to the point
where they’re really just rubbing
strips like any other car.

Why not just call it the “C4”
then? Especially when the one
thing that gave the car its Cactus
name, the prickly Airbumps that
were there to ward off parking

You might not think so at first glance, but the “new” C4 Cactus is just a

facelift.

dents, have now pretty much
gone. It’s a good question. The
answer might be that there’s still
a possibility of a new (non-
Cactus) C4 in the next few years.
Because it’s just a facelift, you
do retain some of the wacky
design details of the previous
model in the cabin. The main
dashboard layout is the same as
the original Cactus, with two
standalone digital screens and a
passenger side that looks like

somebody’s old-school luggage.
As for the rest, Citroen ironed
out some of the cabin quirks
when it updated the previous
Cactus a while back. The move
from a four-pot turbo-diesel to
three-cylinder turbo-petrol
engine also brought a change
from a bench-like front seat
arrangement to more
conventional buckets, and the
pushbutton gear selector that
went with the old automated-

manual gave way to a
conventional lever that operated
a six-speed automatic.

That powertrain is carried
over into the new Cactus.

SO REALLY, IT'S ALL ABOUT
THE LOOK. DO WE EVEN
NEED TO DRIVE IT?

Hang on there. We’re not quite
finished, because there have
been some significant changes
under the skin. Citroen’s new
thing is a holistic design
approach called Advanced
Comfort, which is essentially a
package of features (depending
on model) intended to take the
brand back to the cosseting
occupant experience it was once
famous for.

Cactus is the first Citroen to
have progressive hydraulic
cushion (PHC) suspension:
essentially, the main dampers
have extra baby dampers at the
top and bottom stops, designed to
make the transition from one
direction to the other much more
progressive.

The Cactus also has
Advanced Comfort seats, which
offer a wider base and lots of
high-density foam.

HOW DOES ALL OF THAT
WORK ON THE ROAD?

The PHC suspension is a
fascinating concept that’s unique
to Citroen; not even parent
brand Peugeot gets to use it. At
least not for now.

But it doesn’t really offer the
magic carpet ride you might be
expecting around town. The
secondary ride is still imperfect:
the suspension can react sharply
to low-speed ripples in the road
surface and crash into deeper
ruts.

It’s at higher speed that PHC
makes its presence felt. The
Cactus “floats” over open-road
undulations in a cushy but
controlled manner. It really does
bring back a little of that classic
Citroen gait on the road.

As with the C3 hatchback and
its Aircross cousin, the 1.2-litre
turbo-petrol three-cylinder
engine is a delight: strong low-
down in the rev range but also
happy to spin high and smooth if
that’s your thing.

DO THE BACK WINDOWS
OPEN PROPERLY NOW?
Sadly not. That’s the downside of
this being a facelift rather than a
whole new thing: some stuff that
was acceptable in a quirky,
minimalist machine like the
previous Cactus seems a little
mean in a car that’s supposed to
be all about family comfort.

So yes, the rear windows still
only hinge open a crack rather
than rolling down. The cabin
plastics are still pretty hard
(even if the styling looks cool)
and the step up from the boot to
the folded rear seats means it’s
not nearly as load-friendly as the
C3 Aircross.

The Subaru Forester has been
named the New Zealand Car of
the Year for 2018.

The family friendly SUV was
chosen from a shortlist of 10 new
vehicles by the NZ Motoring
Writers Guild, an independent
organisation comprised of
motoring journalists from a
variety of media outlets and
regions across the country —
including Stuff Motoring’s David
Linklater, Damien O’Carroll,
Richard Bosselman and Rob
Maetzig.

The Forester is the first

The Wellington Phoenix have
won two matches in a row for the
first time since April 2, 2017.

They beat the hapless Central
Coast Mariners 2-0 in front of
6970 fans Westpac Stadium in
Wellington on Saturday night.

Louis Fenton and Sarpreet
Singh grabbed first-half goals,
before a second half where the
Phoenix were rarely troubled at
the back and squandered a few
good chances in the final third.

Ultimately, It was a comfort-
able win for the Phoenix in a
match they controlled through-
out.

Phoenix coach Mark Rudan
said he was very pleased with
how his side took on the unnatu-
ral challenge of playing as
favourites.

“We challenged the players at
the start of the week. It was a fan-
tastic performance and result
last week, but we kept them calm
and focused and it was a bigger
test this week against a team, for
the first time this year, that we
were expected to beat.

“We’ve shown that we can do

it against the league leaders a
couple of weeks ago, we've
shown that we can do it away
from home, but can we do it at
home against a team we were
expected to beat and I thought
today that was key.”

Perhaps the most dramatic
moment of the night came when
the teams walked out with the
match officials.

Referee Shaun Evans, his two
assistant referee and the fourth
official all wore strapping tape
over the word “respect” on their
uniforms in protest over Football
Federation Australia not fining
Rudan for comments he made
about referee Adam Kersey after
his side’s 1-1 with Perth Glory at
Westpac Stadium on December
2.

Rudan had no comment to
make when asked about it post-
match and said the referees did a
good job in this match.

The Phoenix opened the scor-
ing in the ninth minute through
an unlikely source as right wing
back Fenton scored just his fifth
goal in 90 A-League matches - his
first since February 2016
(although he missed all of last

season).

Mandi’s long-range shot was
deflected, with Mariners goal-
keeper Adam Pearce making a
good save to his left, but the ball
fell straight into the path of
Fenton, who only just stayed
onside, to tap in.

Sapreet Singh doubled the
lead in the 45th minute. Liberato
Cacace played a powerful low
pass into Krishna inside the box.
He drew two defenders before
squaring for Singh, who calmly
beat Pearce one-on-one.

In between the goals, the

Phoenix were in control against
a very poor Mariners side who
lived up to their record of the
worst start to a season in
A-League history (two points
from eight matches).

The second half started with
Rudan making an injury-
enforced substitute, with Michal
Kopczynski replaced by Tom
Doyle in the back three after
suffering an apparent hamstring
injury.

It didn’t stop the Phoenix’s
dominance as they continued to
look the more likely side to get

another goal. Krishna had a pen-
alty shout waved away in the
65th minute when Matt Simon
appeared to nudge him in the
back inside the box.

Nathan Burns had a couple of
chances to break his goal-scoring
drought, but was unable to do so
as his time without a goal in
Phoenix colours ticked past 2000
minutes.
